To participate in one of our Zoom meetings you will need a laptop, tablet, or smart phone, pref-
erably with both microphone and video camera capabilities.  It is possible to participate with au-
dio only if you have no video camera or your internet connection is too slow.  The basic Zoom 
app is free and it is a good idea to go to the zoom website and download it to your computer or 
device ahead of the meeting.   

The SIG and General Meeting email notices will have a zoom link to the meeting and you may 
just click on the link to join the meeting - the necessary zoom software will download when you 
do if you haven't already installed it.  It may also have a phone number to join with your smart 
phone.  After establishing the zoom connection, you may have to wait until the meeting moder-
ator starts the meeting and adds you to the meeting.  Make sure you enable your audio and 
start your video when joining the meeting so you can be seen and heard.  For larger numbers 
of participants, the moderator is in control and may mute all participants and just enable one 
speaker at a time.  Be patient - this is a learning experience for all of us and we are likely to 
have a few glitches.   

Here are some suggestions for good zoom etiquette:

Cleaning the Air 

Reading recommendations in magazines is dangerous, especially if itôs about something you 

know little about.  This is true even more so when itôs about an item you donôt have in your shop.  

You start thinking you should have one.  Suddenly, you think you need one too. 

This occurred recently when I was browsing the Highland Hardware catalog a purveyor of fine 

woodworking tools. The woodworking tips category held an article entitled, ñThe Myth of Dust Col-

lectorsò.  This article cautions us that a dust collector just canôt do it all.  Heavy chips and big piec-

es are the domain of this machine and it does a fine job in collecting them.  However, there is a 

separate group of particles produced that dust collection doesnôt capture well at all.   

Given below is a range of different size particles. 

 

Fine particles are considered to be 2.5 microns in size or smaller.  A typical bag dust collector will 

collect this size and larger once a proper build up of particulates occurs on the bag.  A ceiling 

mounted air filter with its pre filter and following pillow type filters take particles out of the air as 

small as 5 micron.   This leaves a lot to be desired for us health wise.  Particulates that are small-

er than 2.5 microns in size are the very ones that cause the most harm to our lungs.

What is required to reduce the hazards of fines is a hepa filter.  Hepa stands for high efficiency 

particulate air (filter).  Hepas will remove 99.7 percent of particles .3 microns in size or larger that 

pass through the filter.   

 

My Oneida cyclone dust collector has a hepa cartridge filter that removes particles down to .3 mi-

crons.  Thatôs excellent for a dust collector.  The problem is that it simply cannot keep up in re-

moving these fine particles during the time it is in use.  It does a great job with the big stuff and for 

a dust collector itôs the best one out there for the fines.  But some fines escape.   A lot of fines es-

cape.  Those particulates are suspended in the air according to how big they are, the smaller the 

particle the longer they remain in the air.  This could be minutes or days.  In the end, the obvious 

result is that layer of ñdustò on the surface of everything in the shop over time.   

All this makes common sense.  So what is the answer to removing fine particulates?  Enter the air 

purifier.  These machines are for fine particles what dust collectors are for big ones.  Highland 

Hardwareôs article goes forward to talk about where the author found his answer to the best purifi-

er.  As an aside to woodworking he also has a passion for a good cigar and this lead him to re-

view what is used in smoking lounges.  The brand name he found and recommended was Rabbit 

Air.   

There are a number of sizes in this brand covering a range of room dimensions.  All utilize a hepa 
filter as part of the filtration system.  After talking to the sales rep for Rabbit Air as well as others 
for Alen, Coway, and other air purifiers, I came across the web site of https://
www.usairpurifiers.com/ .  This site does not sell one specific brand.  Instead, they have many 
brands and will advise which brand and size is the best for your needs.  I was on the phone with 
their engineer for over an hour asking questions and getting a better grasp as to what is important 
in a unit.  By the time I finished I was a lot more confident about which unit I should buy.   
So I took the plunge.  I purchased the one recommended for my size shop ï with the caveat that 

to have even better efficiency I will get another later on.  That way I would have coverage at both 

ends of the shop.  More on this later.   

Next month Iôll tell what air purifier I purchased, the details of its features and what kind of differ-

ence it makes in reducing the amount of dust in the shop.

Whenever I have to drill holes in the sides of bookcases or cabinets, I try to find 

an easy way without spending a lot on a fancy jig that I wonôt use very often. I 

have two tall bookcases to do and dreamed up this simple solution.  

I have a 30ò wide table on my drill press with a maple 1x2 for a fence simply 

clamped as needed. For this idea I double-stick taped a section of steel meas-

uring tape to the fence. I marked the location of the first hole. Without moving 

the board I marked the board at the farthest inch mark. Then I just slide the board to the next inch 

mark and drill the next hole, then the next, etc. then, if I come to the other end of the tape measure 

I place a second pencil mark at an inch mark and continue.  

Note the pencil mark at 45ò on the tape (lower right corner).  I was getting some tearout on this first 
line so I used blue painters tape thereafter.  It all went quite fast.
